Minutes of the 198" Annual Congregational Meeting - January 25, 2009

The Annual Congregational Meeting of the Church of the Good Shepherd convened at 11:30 AM on Sunday,
January 25, 2009, with prayer led by Senior Pastor, Rev. Dennis P. Christie. The meeting was led by the Presi-
dent of Consistory, Brad Reinert.

Adoption of Minutes
The minutes of the 197* Annual Congregational Meeting were approved as printed. A motion was moved and
seconded to accept last year’s minutes.

Pastor’s Reports
The report of the Senior Pastor, Rev. Dennis P. Christie was presented as published. Pastor Christie informed the
Congregation about his receipt of the Eli Lilly Scholarship and his plans for a sabbatical leave. The report of the

Brad pointed out that the
most significant item was the budgeted loan repayment that shows as a budget line item for 2009. A motion was
moved and seconded to accept the presentation.

A question was raised from the floor regarding the status of Cellular Phone towers being attached to the bell
tower. It was reported that nothing new has been heard on this subject.

New Business
